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Change in NFCLYO event registration process in 2009 
Switch from RSVP policy to ticketing system coming soon 
  
Notice up above...the attendance at Lasertron was 121.  It should have been 150.  This was because groups that 
RSVP'ed for the event gave estimates for their attendance that - when added up into the whole event - were much 
larger than the number those groups had show up that night.  What resulted was that at least one group was shut out of 
the event unnecessarily, and we took a minor hit in overall expenses.
To prevent this with future events, the NFCLYO is beginning a ticketing system starting with the 2009 Volleyball 
Marathon.  Groups planning on going to an event can buy tickets for their group much the same way you would buy 
tickets for a sporting event.
There will no longer be RSVP's taken for attendance estimates, and all tickets will have to be purchased in advance and 
in full by the deadline given for an event.  There will also be no refunds given for purchased tickets.
Thank you for understanding this switch...it will ensure that no one is unnecessarily turned away from events in the 
future.
